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Bransgore Fun Day

Spring saw another Bransgore Fun Day,
and what a great success it was with many
new and exciting attractions this year, with

thanks to Bransgore Rotary Club and all
the other participating organisations.

This event brings the Village together and
celebrates the start of Spring . It is one of
the many events in Bransgore throughout
the year that keep us such a special tight
knit Community.

It is estimated that £1500 was raised from
the main event, with many hundreds of

pounds raised by each stallholder for their

own organisations.

Heartstart Bransgore i New Forest is a new group being set up in
Bransgore by a number of the local ambulance Community Re-
sponders. Heartstart Bransgore - New Forest will be a scheme
affiliated to Heartstart UK, an initiative co-ordinated by the British
Heart Foundation (BHF) to teach members of the public what to do
in a life threatening emergency: simple skills that save lives.

Instructors will teach individuals and groups basic life support skills
so that when faced with someone having a medical emergency,
such as a heart attack or cardiac arrest, choking, unconsciousness
or serious bleeding, they know what to do, how to call for assis-
tance and how to conduct the all important Cardio Pulmonary Re-
suscitation (CPR) to keep someone alive until the arrival of the am-
bulance response. In addition to presentations the trainees will get
to practice their skills on training manikins.

The training will be in one 2 hour session with a maximum of 12
persons per session and trainees will receive a certificate of atten-
dance. Anyone over the age of 10 can be trained. And best of all is
that this training is provided absolutely FREE!

Training should start by July and will be available in a local hall or
suitable venue locally. Training for groups or clubs will be provided
at their meeting places where these are suitable premises. We will
also provide the training by arrangement in the towns and villages
surrounding us where possible.

The instructors are Community Responders, but this scheme is
separate from that group, although all will work closely together.
The Heartstart scheme will complement the work of the Respond-
ers. Our responders/instructors will work in pairs and will work to
the guidelines and policies laid down by Heartstart UK.

We are not allowed to charge for the training, it is genuinely free,
although we hope that people may feel able to make a small dona-
tion as this will help to pay for the items which need to be replaced
after each training session. This includes the disposable items on
the training manikins and the necessary cleaning equipment to
make sure the equipment is clean and safe for everyone to use.

For those who may be a bit mobility impaired and unable to practice
the hands-on element, we will still issue a certificate of attendance.
Simply being able to tell someone else how to do CPR etc means
that a life may still be saved by an untrained person doing what
they are told by someone who has been on the training. Simple
skills that save lives.

We hope by the time this article appears we will have obtained af-
filiation to Heartstart UK. Please watch the local press notice
boards as our start date will appear there. Or contact the scheme
co-ordinator Mike Jukes on 07976 465890.
