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Bransgore wildlife

Hi all,

Our autumn and winter program is now on the web site. please do log on and have a look.

For the next few months summer birds will be leaving and winter birds beginning to arrive. So, our coasts are
probably the most interesting place to look for birds. From now until the end of September waders are really on
the move and it is the time of year to look for scarcities such as Little Stint and Curlew Sandpiper. It is always
great to see them in amongst flocks of other waders. We have September walks at Titchfield and Keyhaven
where we hope to see many waders and practice their ID.

Other migrants are also leaving our shores such as Wheatears, warblers, Flycatchers, Pipits, Wagtails and
Swallows. October seems to be better than September for some of the unusual species. Ring Ouzel do gather
in some numbers at coastal sites in some years and October offers the best chance in the year to see one.
Also | now see Yellow Wagtails more often in October than any other time of year. We have walks to look for
migrant birds in October at Stanpit and Normandy near Lymington.

October also sees another exciting wildlife spectacle - the rutting of our deer species. Red Deer rut first in mid
September and rut until mid October. The Sika also rut at about the same time, while the Fallows start in mid
October and go on until mid November. Of course these timings will vary slightly from year to year, but going
out in the middle of the species rutting season can give a wonderful display. the males call and will fight other
males in order to hold on to their harem of females. Sometimes | have been out and seen long fights with
males interlocking antlers and shoving each other around, other times | have been out and they have all just
been quietly sitting around calling occasionally. You never know quite what will happen, but even on quiet
visits it is great to see them and study them for a while. We have Deer watch walks on 3 dates in October if
you are interested. A final note on watching Deer during the rut. They can be quite susceptible to disturbance,
so please watch from a distance and be quiet. if you can stay hidden to an extent then all the better. Any dogs
must be on the lead - a loose dog could at best frighten the deer or, at worst, be killed by those antlers!

| am wondering if | ought to write a short newsletter like this every 2 months to keep you all informed on what
wildlife you can be looking out for. Any comments on this would be great. Also if you no longer to receive e-
mails from us please do let us know - there is nothing worse than your in-box being filled with unwanted mail.

We will be organising a trip to day trip Brownsea Island again this November to look for Red Squirrels and to
see the Avocets. | have a shortlist of people who wanted to go last year and couldn't and they will get first bags
on places, but if there is room | shall send out an e-mail to you all. If you are particularly interested please let
me know.

Lastly, little Arun is doing well and getting bigger. Thanks for all the cards and well wishes you have been
sending.
